2022 over Zoom at DYPBS campus. The lead discussant 
for this informative webinar was Mr. Pradip Gaikwad, an 
Incubation Manager at Motion CoE, STPINEXT Initiatives 
and actively engaged with 40+ Start-Ups.

The outset of session began with Mr. Gaikwad’s brief 
introduction about the Start-up Ecosystem in which he 
elucidated students by notifying the different parameters 
of Atal Innovation Mission (AIM). Going along with the 
session, he gave an informative explanation on Indian 
Start-up Ecosystem in which he drew cards on Sector 
Landscape of Start-Up Ecosystem of India. He then 
elevated the discussion by stating some of the names of 
the listed companies such as Paytm, Blinkit, Dunzo, MPL, 
Slice and Pixel, etc. which are on top of the Start-Up Hubs 
of India and are majorly formed in the urban sprawl of the 
nation such

as Bangalore (with highest rate), Delhi, Mumbai, Chennai, 

Hyderabad, Pune, Ahmedabad, Jaipur, Kolkata, and Kerala.

Subsequently, Mr. Pradip told the students the key 
pillars of this system which included; Simplification and 
Handholding (Stage I), Industry- Academia Partnership & 
Incubation (Stage II), Funding Support & Incentives (Stage 
III). He further continued by stating that India appeared 
as the 3rd largest Start-Up Economy in the World and 
also stated that it had grown exponentially due to the 
incremental growth in number of UNICORNS and a steady 
rise in Venture Capital Inflow.

The session consummated by giving the broad clarity 
on Indian Start-Up and the development of the Indian 
Ecosystem to the students. The intent of this great 
webinar was to encourage the students’ ability to analyze 
and acquire knowledge about the Indian Start-Up 
Ecosystem being a budding entrepreneur. This session 
also concluded that budding and learning entrepreneurs 
could use their ideas not necessarily being tech-based but 
could be positively advanced and commercially valued.

“EMERGING TECH FOR ACHIEVING THE SDGS”

Action Lab on the theme The business of building a better 
future- “EMERGING TECH FOR ACHIEVING THE SDGs” 
for the students of batch: 2021-23 on 26th August, 2022 
on Virtual mode.

Ashley Goeken, Founder of 
Opalus, Ambassador to the United

her session by sharing about the 
learning one needs to follow to be 
resourceful. She briefly explained

STARTUP – TODAY & TOMORROW- 
Corporate Session on NGIS Scheme Supporting the Start-up 

Plan and Prototype Development

A corporate session to enlighten students on Next 
Generation Incubation Scheme (NGIS) which is an initiative 
by Software Technology Parks of India (STPI) under the 
Ministry of Electronics and Information Technology 
(MeitY) was held at Dr. DY Patil B-School on 10th August 
2022.

Mr. Ameet Kureel (Chief Operating Officer STPI MOTION 
Centre of Entrepreneurship at Pune) and Mr. Pradeep 
Gaikwad (Incubation Manager at MOTION Centre of 
Entrepreneurship in Autonomous/Connected/Electric/
Shared (ACES) Mobility) were the speakers for the session.

The session started with Mr. Amit Kureel explaining about 
the STPI and its association with the Government of India 
to support the start-ups. He walked the students through 
the STPI Start-up Ecosystem and how it can be beneficial 
to the people with innovative ideas. He further explained 
about NGIS which is an incubation scheme offering 
comprehensive support and services to technology start-
ups from various STPI incubation facilities under one 
common umbrella.

He informed about several benefits provided 
by NGIS that are a pan-India mentor pool, 
knowledge and Co-learning, networking, skill 
enhancement through seminars, workshops 
and training and so on. He also briefed about 
the current contributions of the scheme in 
the IT sector.

He stated that STPI is a one stop shop, acting 
as a window for the innovators, helping 
them with finances, rules & regulations, legality, and 

strengthening the start- up ecosystem, through policies, 
initiatives, and creation of a 360-degree ecosystem. The 
Chunauti 4.0, online start-up challenge contest run by 
NGIS aiming to propel India's ascent as a software product 
nation was also mentioned by Mr. Kureel.

In the end, he talked about the offerings and incentives
(seed funding up to 25 lacs, pre-incubation programs), 
who can apply for them (start-ups registered with 
DPIIT, individual, academicians, researchers, educators, 
entrepreneurs as well as partnership firms, LLP’s), the 
focus sectors (agriculture, healthcare, financial services, 
industrial products, digitalisation and telecom, etc.) and 
how they are facilitating the growth across the entire 
spectrum of IT sector as 
envisioned in the National 
Policy on Software Products 
(NPSP) – 2019.

The Speaker spoke about 3 verticals of Yukti 2.0, which 
includes National Innovation Repository, National 
Innovation challenge and National Forum for Technology 
Transfer and Innovation commercialization (NFTTIC). 
He discussed the National Innovation Challenge, which 
makes students pass through various phases of Ideation, 
Innovation and Start-up, that was conducted at different 
institutes.

He then explained the process of submitting the ideas, 
innovations and start-ups, which can be submitted by 

students, Alumni/Recent Graduates, Faculty members & 
Staff, Entrepreneurs incubated at the institute etc. The 
submissions were classified under 3 levels i.e., Technology 
Readiness Level (TRL), Manufacturing Readiness Level 
(MRL), Investment Readiness Level (IRL). The entire 
process, involving uploading of the ideas, innovation and 
business Model at Yukti - National Innovation Repository 
(NIR), was well demonstrated.

The session concluded with Mr. Dipan Sahu making it 
clear that the building of an innovation repository at the 
institute level should remain open throughout the year.

The 
innovation submissions (TRL 4 and above) and start-ups 
that get verified and receive recommendations from 
experts should be auto-populated in the ARIIA portal 
which was an add-on perk for the students to enhance 
their knowledge.

Everyone 
bounced off the walls on reaching 
the AMUL Satellite Dairy and 
began to explore the location 
without further ado.

Thereafter, the senior Manager of 
the dairy gave a brief introduction 
of the industry and narrated 
the chronicle; that how AMUL 
started. He stated that AMUL 
was established on December 14th, 1946 in the peaceful 
village of Gujarat: “Anand”. Also, he mentioned that 
before the establishment of AMUL, there was a Portugal 
Dairy called Polson which had the market monopoly in the 
dairy industry. He then told the students how Polson dairy 
was boycotted because of their bad monopoly and why 
people created ANAND MILK UNION LTD., with the help 
of government and former Prime Minister of India Sardar 
Vallabhbhai Patel.

Moving along with the grasp of knowledge about the 
dairy industry, the Manager notified the students about 
the Sanskrit meaning of the word “AMUL” which is 
“PRICELESS” and that’s why AMUL is not considered as 

an industry but it is a cooperative sector which works 
transparently since last 75 years, as they work on the 
concept of “No Owner, No Monopoly”.

Swiftly, he moved on to the working process of AMUL 
where he mentioned that the cooperative society mainly 
works in 3 sectors which are: Farmer (Dairy), Federation, 
Customer. In which he mentioned that farmers don’t get 
margin instead 70% profits are given to them in terms 
of services like veterinary service, free doctor service 
for the cattle, providing good quality breeding, infertility 
campaigns etc. Also, he quoted that it encourages women 
empowerment for which they created various policies in 
favor of farmers. Thus, AMUL is one of India's most trusted 

and transparent brand products 
as it provides the best quality 
assurance to the customers.

Subsequently, the students were 
taken inside the AMUL Satellite 
Dairy which mainly produces Milk 
(70%), Curd (20%) & Buttermilk 
(10%) in a cluster where they were 
free to examine each and every 
product and the working process 

of it. Students witnessed different laboratories where the 
production takes place and how it is made from scratch. 
The learners were enthralled to see the packaging machine 
called “SAMARPAN” which is the name of the packaging 
machine company.

Concluding the visit to AMUL, the pupils got very 
informative insight into the roles and duties of each and 
every employee involved in the process and understood 
the production set- up and the operation of AMUL Dairy.
